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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this independent study was to produce and examine a media in
Primary Education Level's Introduction to Computer Literacy Course in unteachable content.
Subijects were 20 Phrathom Suksa 6/2 students which took the course who were simple
random sampling from Anuban Chiangmai School, second semester 1989.The students leamed
through Computer-Assisted Instruction themselves which was produced by the researcher.

Data were treated and analyzed using tem-by-objective analysis.
Finding : The efficiency of the the Computer-Assisted Instruction was mastered at 81.5
percent criterion objective. And the subjects were satisfied and appreciated with this Computer-
