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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to examine the readiness of inclusive
education for children with special needs in the secondary schools attached to
the General Education Department, Chiang Mai Province, The population
consisted of 442 personnels who were administrators, assistant administrators
-and heads of the departments from 34 schools. The instrument was a rating
scale and open ended questionnaire with open-ended. Stalistics used for data
analysis were mean and standard deviation.

Findings were as foliow :

The secondary schools attached to the General Educationa Department,
Chiang Mai Province, had the readiness for inclusive education on the issue of
buildings at the minimal level except the laboratory was at the medium level. For
the issue of personnels, both from outside and inside schools had a minimal level
of readiness except the homeroom teacher and the advisors were at the medium
level while the cienical psychologists and the hearing examiners had the least
readiness. For the issue of instrumehts, all were at a minimal level especially the
exercising beds and books openers had the least readiness. Most of the students
were Mental Relardation stud‘_ents while the minority were Hearing Impairment

students. The administrators gave the guidelines that every level of the



administrators should have realized the importance of inclusive education and

prepared for changes, development of buildings, personnels and instrument to

suit the handicap students’ need.
