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Abstract

The purpose of this study was fo follow-up of Accounting major diploma graduates form
Chiang Mai School of Technology, about their furthering education and performing careers.

The population consisted of 238 diploma graduates in the academic years 1997-1999,

43 graduates” academic advisors, and 204 graduates’ supervisors. Data were collected by using three
sets of questionnaire, distributed to the graduates, advisors and supervisors. The data were analyzed
in percentage, mean and standard deviation,

The results were as follows:

A majority of graduates did not further their education but worked only. They worked for a
company, store shop and supermarket. Most of those who continued to study, went for bachelor
degree program in accounting at Rajabhat Instutute; few graduates went to other institutions. Their
grade point averages while studying in the degree level were medium. Most of those who worked and
went to a higher institation at the same time, expressed that the knowledge they gained from the
diploma courses were highly able to be used for furthering the study and for working. For the
management of teaching and learning, such as the appropriateness of school laboratory, the
appropriateness of job practice’s characteristic being true to subject field, and knowledge and skills

possessed from training, were rated at medium level.



As for the contents of general subjects, fundamental vocational subject, and free elective
course, the graduates stated at high levei that those courses were useful for furthering the study
and for working. Some of those courses were the courses of introduction to computer, usage of
computer in accounting, English, and taxation accounting. However, the courses of report
writing, library usage, and activity course, were less useful for studying and working,

Graduates’ advisors and supervisors rated the graduates’ academic ability at moderate.
Both advisors and mpervisbrs strongly agreed that the graduates were on time, generous, able to
be a coordinator, and responsible for assigned task. In terms of graduates’ personality and
characteristic, things that should be improved were their courteousness, speaking behavior,
manners, enthusiastic to learn new thing, and self~confidence in their knowledge and ability.

Besides, the graduates, advisors and supervisors agreed that English and computer
courses should be provided for students to practice and study much more. These two courses
were very important for furthering education and for working both in the present and the future.
