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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study the reasons of students’ class absence and
to set guidelines for solving these problems at Lampang Technology School, Muang District,
Lampang Province. All 84 counselors of this school were served as the population. A total
number of 295 students including their parents were served as the sample by using a purposive
sampling method. Therefore, a total number of respondents in this study were 674. Three sets of
questionnaire —for counselors, students, and parents- were used for collecting data. Data were
analyzed through uses of frequency and percentage.

The findings indicated the reasons of class absence, which were devided into five (5)
aspects. The detail of those reasons were a) family aspect; the parents did not have enough time
to take care of their children, b) school’s regulations; the school regulations were too strict, ¢)
instructors; the method of teaching did not fit to students® need, d) friends; students’ peer were at
risk of drug abuse, and ¢) environment and society; students lived in inappropriate environment
and society.

In conclusions, the guidelines for solving students’ class absence problems in five (5)
aspects were a) more attention should be given to students, b) students should be provided the
opportuanity for expressihg their opinion, ¢) the school regulations should be clearly stated, d)
instructors should prepare the lesson at best, e) the activity concerning drug abuse prevention
should be conducted, and f) a follow-up for solvinig these problems should be conducted

continuously.
