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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to study the aftitude and behavior of internet use
of students at Srithana Commercial Technology College Chiang Mai and to compare them
between genders. The sample for this study consisted of 327 students. The instrument
was a rating scale questionnaire whose reliability was 0.88. The data collected were
analyzed in order to derive frequericy, percentage, means, standard deviation and t-value.

The findings were as follows :

The students’ attitude toward internet use and behavior of internet use were at
good and medium levels, respectively. In general, attitude between genders did not differ.
There was no gender difference concerning the attitude that viewed the world narrower
with internet and the attitude toward the charge of each internet use at .Oj and .05 levels of
significance, respectively. |

Regarding internet use behavior, there was overall gender difference. |n details, it
was found that male and female students differ in regard to using e-mail in place of
telephone, domestic e-mail, e-mail after schoo! hours, and educational communication with

friends, all at .05 leve! of significance.
