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Abstract

This thesis examined municipal school compulsory education leavers® educational
opportunities and factors affecting those opportunities. Those studied were students of afl 11
Chiang Mai City Municipality schools graduating in 1999 academic year. they comprised
232 boys and 194 girls. Preliminary data revealed that 357 of them or 83.80% continued
further studies in governiment schools, 60 or 14.08% in private schools, 26 or 6.10% in others
provinees, and 9 or 2.11% joined the world of work.

A sample of 217 students was proportionally chosen comprising those Mathayom
Suksa 1 students in educational opportunity expansion schools of the Office of Primary
Education Commission, General Education Department secondary schools, Nonformal
Education Centers, private schools, polytechnic colleges and other government schools in the
province,

The examination found that students’ gender and living quarters or family
background had not significantly had impact upon their educational opportunities. However,
those with parents’ wish for their children’s further studies would have a higher degrée of

such opportunities.



Factors affecting those opportunities were of both internal and external nature. Internal
factors within families comprised children’s own academic/intellectual, physical and
psychological readiness, number of siblings in schools, family economic standing, family
general living-together conditions, and parental attitudes tc;ward education. External factors
comprised education-related expenses, information flow, school location and the role of
guidance teachers. |

In brief, educational opportunities of studied school leaves were quite plentiful.
