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Abstract

This survey research was to study sexual risk behavior and the related factors of
vocational education students in Mueang Chiang Mai District, The number of 464 subjects was
obtained from students of such level in the institations affiliated to the Departments of Physical
Education, Vocational Education, and Fine Arts including those under the Commission of Private
Education. The data were collected Through the questionnaire developed by the researcher and
were analyzed in terms of descriptive statistics and Chi-square test,

It was found that risk behavior of the students were: 54.53% of them used to have sexual
intercourse; 10.28% had more than one (1) sexual partners; most of them had had some alcohol
before having sex; and some students used condom sometimes while having sex.

The environmental factors which contributed to their sexual risk behavior were those
concesning parents’ marital status, family’s relationship, economic status, residence,
neighborhood, night-places of amusement, and sex-driving media. In addition, The last two

factors were most influential in the students’ sexual risk behavior.
