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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to investigate factors relating to behavior as

perceived by students at — risk of having emotional problems. The sample consisted of

55 students. A rating scale questionnaire which had the reliability at 0.94 was employed

as a tool to obtain the data. The datz were analyzed in terms of frequency, percentage,

means and standard deviation. The findings of this study are as follows: The most

significant factor perceived related to behavior reflecting emotional problems was

emotional adjustment ability followed by family and social background factors. in regard

to emotional adjustment ability, the factor mostly related to behavior was being hot

temper person. Regarding family background, the mostly related factors was the

parents’ protective child - rearing practice. Concerning school background, the mostly

related factor was the students’ inability to understand the lessons. Lastly, regarding

social environment background, the mostly related factor was the feeling that one was

unfairly treated by surrounding people.
