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ABSTRACT

This research aimed at investigating the factors affecting the success on promotion
of dairy at Chaiprakarn Agricultural Cooperatives Litd. Chiang Mai. The population used in this
study consisted of 15 committee members, 14 cooperative officers, 6 livestock officers and 63
cooperative members. A set of questionnaire and an interview form were assigned to the
population to collect the data that were later analyzed in terms of frequency and percentage and
presented in descriptive form. The results of the study were as follows:

Factors affecting the success on promotion of dairy associated with the following issues.
The government organizations considered the importance of the dairy raising extension at the
best; the cooperative leaders were capable of planning and devoted to their job; the members were
concentrative upon the dairy raising; those officials concemed had provided the members some
training programs continuously; funds were provided for the members; the markets for the
product were set; and the climatic and geographical conditions were suitable for the dairy raising.

However, some problems were still existent, The problems were the followings.
Performing job of the cooperative committee members and officers was complex. The contact to
be made with the government offices was tardy. The price of raw milk was fluctuated. As for the
livestock officers, they opined that there were some problems regarding the cows’ health. Dairy
farmers didn’t know how to file the data and manage the farm. In addition, the farmers indicated
the problems that the price of concentrated feed stuff was expensive, the budget for investment

was not enough, the space for raising cow was limited, and the price of raw milk was low.
