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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to compare students’ English reading
abilities and students' summarizing abilities before and after using concept maps in
learning. The target group consisted of 41 science program students of Mathayom
Suksa 4/2 who enrolled English reading — writing 1 course (English 4131) in the first
semester of the academic year 2003 at Sanpatong Wittayakom Schoo!, San Pa Tong
District, Chiang Mai.

The research instruments were 9 lesson plans in which concept maps were
used, 2 per_iods per each, a reading proficiency test and an evaluation of the students’
summarizing abilities. The research procedures included conduct of a pretest, teaching
by using the lesson plans for 9 weeks, followed by a posttest. The data obtained were
analyzed by using means, percentage and standard deviation.

The findings revealed that the students’ posttest scores of both the English
reading proficiency and summarizing of the reading text were higher than those of the

pretest,
