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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to analyze the language ﬁmctioﬁs of authentic materials
which had not been developed for educational purpose but for daily use such as newspaper, magazine
and leaflet. Authentic materials were firstly analyzed into themes, topics and sub topics then their
language functions were analyzed and developed six lesson plans for high schoo! students.

70 authentic materials were analyzed within 12 themes and their language functions were
analyzed following 6 language function groups and 6 lesson plans were developed according to the
highest frequency of occurrences found in each language function group.

The analysis revealed the following results.

1. Language functions of imparting and seeking factual information ; reporﬁng
including describing and narrating were the most highest frequency of occurrences (84.29). The
second highest frequency of occurrences (32.86) were the language functions of expressing and
finding out emotional attitudes ; displeasure, dislike. The third highest frequency of occurrences
(27.14) were the language functions of getting things done ; suggesting a course of action. The fourth
highest frequency of occurrences (17.14) were the language functions of expressing and finding out
intellectual attitudes ; agreement and disagreement. The fifth highest frequency of occurrences (11.43)
were the language functions of expressing and finding out moral attitudes ; appreciation. The lowest

frequency occurrences (4.29) were the language functions of socializing ; when meeting people.



2. All lesson plans were evaluated to be appropriate for all aspects ; objectives,

content, language forms, activities and attitudes.
