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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were 1) to construct of teacher’s desirable
characteristics in accordance with educational reformation, 2) to study collectively and
individually of teachers desirable characteristics with educational reformation of Rajabhat
Chiangmai University’s education students, 3) to compare expected teacher’s desirable
characteristics in accordance with educational reformation owing to the educational programs of
The Rajabhat Chiangmai University’s students.

The studied samples were composed of 200 general teachers which was undertaken to
determine the quality with discrimination of scale, as group 1, and group 2 which was consisted
of 308 master degree students educational faculty of Chiangmai University, which was
undertaken to determine the quality with construct validity and reliability of scale. The total
number of studied group was composed of 720 Rajabhat Chiangmai University’s students,
majoring in education. The proposed researching tools were based on measuring of teacher’s
desirable characteristics in accordance with educational reformation constructed by the
researcher.

As the result found that :

1. Owing to the 57 item five leveled form of measuring device on the teacher’s

desirable characteristics, we found that the scale content validity was examined and judged by



experts. The scale has construct validity and reliability is .9813 and additionally, we found that
the construct validity had met 7 aspects.

2. The graduated Rajabhat Chiangmai University’s students in various educational
programs had accomplished teacher’s desirable characteristics according to educational reform at
high level.

3. The Educational Programs that different the education reform were primary
educational program, pre — schooling educational program, especially educational program,
technically educational prograrn, and secondary educational program, especially educational

program, technically educational program.
