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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to compare the English vocabulary knowledge
and positive attitudes of the learners before and after they were taught through Nuerolinguistic
programming activities and to study retention after learning through Nuerolinguistic
programming activities. The target group was 30 Matthayom Suksa 2 students who enrolled
in an English course (English 321101) in the second semester of the academic year 2008 at
Chonlapratan Patang School, Doi Saket District, Chiang Mai Province. The target group had
taken English vocabulary knowledge test and positive attitude assessment before they were taught
through Nuerolinguistic programming activities. Then the test and the assessment were
administered to the target group again after they had finished learning through Nuerolinguistic
programming activities, and retention test was administered after taking the post-test for 14 days.
The data were analyzed for the mean, standard deviation and percentage.

The findings of the research were as follows:

1. The learners that learned through Nuerolinguistic programming activities had higher
English vocabulary scores than they did at the pretest.

2. The learners that learned through Nuerolinguistic programming activities had
retention of English vocabulary.

3. The learners learned through Nuerolinguistic programming activities had higher

positive attitudes towards learning English than they did before the experiment.
