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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to investigate learners’ writing ability, self-evaluation
ability development and compare writing attitude before and after being taught via using peer
feedback activity. The target group consisted of 35 second year undergraduate students enrolled
in English Reading and Writing (GE 248) in the second semester of the academic year 2008, at
Maejo University, San Sai District, Chiang Mai Province. The research instruments consisted
of 4 lesson plans, 20 periods for development of writing activity using peer feedback activity,
self-response sheet, and attitude questionnaire. The data were analyzed for mean, percentage,
and also standard deviation.

The findings of this study were as follows:

1. The undergraduate students’ writing ability increased slightly during application
of being taught by using peer feedback activity.

2. The undergraduate students taught through learning activities based on peer feedback
activity, their self-evaluation ability scores were increasingly high.

3. The undergraduate students’ writing attitude score of the post-test in learning English

were higher than the pre-test after being taught through the use of peer feedback activity.
