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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to investigate students’ grammatical knowledge and
English writing ability through Brookes and Withrow’s writing process model. The target group
was 22 first year students who enrolled in English 1 (01-320-101) in the first semester of the
academic year 2009 at Rajamangala University of Technology Lanna Lampang. The research
instruments consisted of 9 lesson plans for developing English grammatical knowledge and
English writing ability through Brookes and Withrow’s writing process model, grammatical
knowledge test and the writing ability assessment form. The students did the tests and wrote the
compositions after finishing lesson plan 3, 6 and 9.The data were analyzed for the mean, standard
deviation and percentage.

The findings revealed that after the students were taught through Brookes and Withrow’s
writing process model, their grammatical knowledge scores passed the criteria at 60 percents and
increased from the first test to the second test and the third test. The average scores of students’
writing ability exceeded the criteria at 60 percents and increased from the first composition to the

sixth composition respectively.
