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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to study the development of creativity and the achievement in
short story writing of students who are using illustration activities to promote creativity.

The students, who were purposively selected to participate in this study, were those
studying in Mathayomsuksa 5, vachiralai School, Saraphee District, Chiang Mai during the 1"
semester, Academic year 2010. The 30 students by sampling. The research instruments were 8
lessons plans containing illustration activities, the creativity test and the creativities in short story
writing achievement test.

The researcher administered to the experimental group as the creativity pretest and
posttest. The data obtained were analyzed by using mean, standard deviation and paired t-test.

The research found indicated that the students taught by using the creativity promoting
activities in short story writing developed higher creativity that before being taught at .01 level.

They also achieved higher grades on their short story related tests.
