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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were 1) to analyze the context and policy about learning
management in preparing the youths towards the ASEAN community of Wattanothaipayup
School 2) to study the requirement, format and role of teachers, related people on learning
management in preparation for the youths towards the ASEAN community and 3) to study the
results of learning management about shared values of the target group students via participatory
action research. The target group consisted of 58 teachers from 8 learning departments and a
developing students’ activity group in Matayomsuksa 5 including their advisers and 926 related
people to the activity; 14 members of basic school committees; 6 executives of school; 453
parents of Mattayomsuksa 5; and 453 students of Mattayomsuksa 5 in the second semester of
academic year 2011.

The teachers and researchers analyzed the context and policy on learning management
in preparing the youths towards the ASEAN community together and studied the requirement,
format and role of teachers and related people on learning management, which were all of these
aspects: gender sensitivity, proper sanitation and environmental care in preparation for the youths
towards the ASEAN community. The research tools were lesson plans, projects and activities,
which integrated the 3 shared values with the ASEAN community and ASEAN study books. The
learning assessment and evaluation was preceded by teachers based on their teaching and learning

process throughout the whole semester. Data was analyzed by means of the average scores,



standard deviation and percentages via Packaged Program and content analysis. The findings
revealed as follows:

1. The context, vision, policy and curriculum of Wattanothaipayup School supported

leaning
management in preparation for the youths towards the ASEAN community and enhanced students
to be good ASEAN citizens.

2. The requirement of teachers and related people was to permit teachers and personnel
to allocate budget, prepare material-media resource centers, school management, and to develop
curriculum at a very high level. Moreover, they set format to enhance shared values by using
learning activities, integration in each subject of 8-department projects and activities as well as
knowledge about ASEAN community. The format consisted of its context, input, process, output,
and feedback. Furthermore, the role of teachers and related people such as school committee
members, executives, parents, students and researchers were presented.

3. The teachers collaboratively participated in 5 steps of the research process
consisting of studying importance analysis; planning and designing learning activities; applying
learning activities; teaching with follow-up process: and assessing the procedures together till the
end of the research process. This led the students to gaining higher mean score of shared values

than before applying the research methodology.
