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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to design and apply training
on AIDS Education Project for Prathonm Suks; 4 Students, {10 compare
knowledse and awareness concerning AIDS, pretest with posttest scores
after training on AIDS Education, to study students® opinions and
interest concerning the training on AIDS Education.

The sample studied included 30.students who were studving in
the first semester, 1995 academic year at Phatang school, under Pong
bistrict Primary Education Office, Phavao Province.

The research instruments consisted of:

1? The training project on AIDS Education for Prathom Suksa 4
Students.

2) The achievement test concerning AIDS for Prathom Suksa 4

Students.



3) The questionnaire for students’® awareness on AIDS.

4} An observation form for recording students’ interests
during the training.

5) The guestionnaire on the students’ opinions about training
on AIDS Education.

Research findings were as follows:

1) The training project designed included; the project
contents, schedule, and eight instructional plans. It required 11
weeks to complete 73 training periods.

2) After training on AIDS Educat.ion, the students’ posttest
scores were higher than the pretest scores at the .01 level of
significance.

3) The level of students’ awareness about AIDS was statisticaﬁly
higher than before training at the .01 level of significance.

4) Students’ opinions about the training on AIDS Education
were that most students felt that the project and activities were
suitable, simple and useful. .

3) Most students were satisfied with the training on AIDS
Education and obviously more interest.ed in the training project.

Based on the result of training, the project designed would

effectively improve students’ performances.
