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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study the effects of
Process Skills Learning on English writing achievement of Mathayom Suksa
students taught by emphasizing the use of the Process Skills compared
with students taught by the usual approach and to study the Process
skills of the experimental group. The subjects were 60 Mathayom Suksa
5 students studying the English course 012 in Wattanothaipayap School,
Chiangmai Province during the academic year 1995. They were divided
into 2 groups - 30 students each in the experimental group and in the
control group. The experimental group was taught by emphasizing the

use of the Process Skills while the control group was taught by thé



‘usual approach. Duration of the study was ten weeks. A writing ability
test was administered to both groups after every 2 weeks and at the
conclusion of the study. The data obtained were analyzed by t-test.
The usage of the Process Skills of the experimental group was measured
with 9 questionaires after the subjects wrote each passage. The scores
were also statistically analyzed by arithmetic mean. The findings of
this research were as follows :

1. The experimental group’s achievement in writing English was
significantly different from that of the control group at the level
of .001

2..The experimental group taﬁght by emphasizing the use of the
Process Skills continved to possess Process Skills and was able to use

them while writing English passages.
