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Abstract

This study was aimed at examining administrative behaviors of
District FEducation Officers (DEOs) in Fducational Region & in the
areas of general administrative work; plaming and rural development;
educationa, religion and cultural development. Study population
comprised 93 DEOs in FEducational Region 8. Data collecting instrument
was a checklist questionnaire. The collected data were then analyzed
through the application of frequency.

The findings were summarized as follows

DEOs’® decision making in the areas of general administrative
work; planning and rural development; and education, religional and
cuitural promotion was done cooperatively between DE0Ds and other
officers. The problem, however, the stud& discovered such joint
decision making was not possible for all matters duc to‘administrativé

restraints imposed by law, ruies and regulations as well as time.
