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Abstract

The purpose of the study was to survey the roles of independent activity
advisors and students and school administrators expectations on four selected
categories : planning, advising, evaluating and cooperating abilities. Population
were 85 i'ndependent. activity advisors, 15 school administrators, and 360 students
from secondary schools in Mae Tha District, Lampang province. Data were
collected by questionnaires. The analysis was done in percentages, means, and
standard deviations. The result was as foll'owrs:

1. Roles of Independent Activity Advisors.

Roles of Independent Activity Advisors was practically low in the four
categories surveyed. However, when considering them individually, the following
-abilities appeared relatively higﬁ : (1) understanding of goals of education,
prnciples as well as curriculum structures of secondary schools, (2) providing
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adequate time for students, (3) encouraging students participation in the activities,



- (4) allowing expression of opinions, (5) guiding students to information sources
for the activities, (6) showing ability to solve problems logically, and (7) praising
students when assignments were completed within an appropriate time.
2. Expectations on roles of Independent Activity Advisors.
Students and school administrators had high expectations toward the
roles of the advisors in all four catogories. When considering each item individually,
school administrator s expectation on advisors ole of guiding students pla‘nning for

their own activities was at the highest level.
