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Abstract

The purposes of this research were (1) to study Khon Kaen
Provincial General Education Office’s tasks and roles in the
curriculum and instructional development (2) to investigate the
secondary school administrators and teachers’ needs concerning the
curriculum and instuctional development’s work performance of Khon
Kaen Provincial General Education Office and (3) to analyze the
congruency between the needs of'the administrators and the teachers
and Khon Kaen Provincial General Education Office’s roles. The
instruments used for the research were {1) documents about the
Provincial General Education Office’s tasks concerning curriculum and
instructional development (2) the Interview Form used with the
population-- 5 personnel in the Academic Development Section and
(3) the questionnaires used with the samples — 59 school

administrators and 355 teachers. The data were analyzed by



catagorizing, using descriptive analysis, frequencies, means, standard
deviations, confidence interval estimation for population means and
percentage. The results were as follows :

1. The eight curriculum and instructional development tasks of
Khon Kaen Provincial General Education Office were under the
responsibility of the Academic Development Section  and divided into
two task-groups : (1) academic development tasks which include
performances about curriculum, development of the instructional media
and academic documents, education evaluation, research and enhancement
of school clusters and academic centers (2) personnel development and
training tasks which inclpde performances about recreation and sports,
personnel development and enhancement of morality, art and culture.
Three roles of the Academic Development Section could be identified :
(1) self-operated performance (2) collaboration with the Provincial
Supervisory Section and the Secondary  School CluSters and
{3) coordination. Self-operated performance and coordination were the
roles mostly performed.

2. The needs of the school administrators and teachers concerning
the eight 8 curriculum and instructional development tasks of Khon
Kaen Provincial General Office were at the high level. The curriculum
performance role of training in teaching methods and techniques tended
to be mostly needed. Their needs relating to recreation -and sSports
were at the lowest level,

3. The Khon Kaen Provincial General Education Office’s work
performances in the curriculum and instructional development were
539.79 percent congruent with the needs of the school administrators

and teachers.
