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Abstract

This research examined various issues related to the teaching/
learning of Thai Folk Tales, T 031, at the lower secondary school
level in Fducation Region 8 schools under the NDepartment of General
Fducation, Ministry of Education. Study popuiation comprised 36 Thai
Language Division heads and 36 T 031 teachers in schools where T 031
was offered as a free clective. At the same time, study sample
comprised 104 Thai Tanguage Division heads in schools where the
subject was not offered.

The rtesearcher constructed 2 sets of gquestionnaires, one far
teachers and the other for division héads. Statistics used in data
analysis included frequency, average, perecentage, standard deviation
and populationmean. Findings were as Follows :

i. According to division teachers in schools where T 031 was

offered,



{.1 Curriculum implementation was rated at a medium level.
Rased on curriculum structure and course deseription, they permitted
teachers in the divisions to jointly deliberate instructional
approaches and other reiated details. Furthermore, they advised them
on instructional project preparation and instructional plans. Problems
encountered, however, were lack of texts, instructional materials,
teacher manual, etc.
These problems were expressed by 72.22% of respondents ;
1.2 Teacher preparedness was rated at the medium level.
Division heads conducted a readiness survey and assigned teachers on a
voluntary basis 58.33% of division heads said the problem was lack of
personnel ;
1.3 Budgetary and instructional media support was rated fair.
Division heads did allocate budget for _mecessary materials and
instruments for teachers to produce instructional media. However,
teachers sometime had to spend their own money on those items.
The problem, expressed by 55.56% of respoﬁdents, was
lack of budget for instructional media procurement;
1.4 Exploiting ancient places and Tuins as well as
knowledgable locals for instructional purposes was rated fair.
The' problem, however, and as expressed by 55.56%, was
jack of instructional materials ;
1.5 such factors as administrators recognizing the importance
of and actually supporting the teaching of folk tales, community
cooperation and support and students enthusiastic during classes were

found to he fairly related to the actual instruction.



The problem, however and as expressed by 77.78%, was
that students opted for other free clectives.
2. According to teachers teaching T 031, it was found that

2.1 They had a positive attitude toward teaching the subject,
knew and were familiar with the instructional process, encouraged
their students to articulate themselves and possessed a good working
morale. However, 81.11% of them said the probiem was lack of texts
and knowledge sources.

2.2 As regards learning objective setting 55.50% reported
the had worked with their collcagues in the shcool cluster preparing
cluster instructional plans. Nevertheless, a mild problem encountered
was that of tailoring those learning objectives to suit content
learning objectives and instructional activities.'

2.3 As for subject content determination it was found that
all of them made use of folk tales’ contents which emphasized cultural
and traditional aspects as well as joyousness. The serious problen,
however, .was lack of texts and supplementory books.

2.4 88.80% of the teachers adopted student self-study as
their instructional activity. However, knowledge sources required of
such self-study were found to be very much lacking.

2.5 The majority of them, 72.22%, relied on magazines,
journals or other printed materials as their instructional media. Mild
problems encountered in this regard, however, were that the budget for
this purpose was insufficient, there was little time for media

production and acquisition and skills required were lacking.



2.6 All of the teachers evaluated their Students by way of
observing their behaviors during instruction and testing at the end of
each lession, topic or learning objective. The mild problem
encountered, however, was that of constructing evaluation tools in
sﬁch a way that they covered all cognitive, affective and psychomotor
dimensions of the learning objectives. |

3. As tegards schools where T (031 was not offered 52.89% of the
teachers rteported that their schools gave more emphasis to other
vocationally oriented free clectives, 46.15% reported the lack of

texts and 39.42% reported the lack of personnel.
