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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study the oral expressing abilities in
past forms of learners wno were emphasized by the form focused communication tasks
when compared with those of learners without such treatment and to investigate the
learning strategies of those in the former group. The subjects were 30 second year
diploma level students of Rajamangala Institute of Technology, Chiang Mai Campus, ‘who
had passed two intermediate level courses. The subjects of the study were divided into 2
groups - the experimental group and the control group. Each group consisted of 15
students. Their final grades in English 01-320-101 and 01-320-102 together with the match
pair sampling method were used to determine the subjects with comparable abilities in
English in both groups. The research instruments were two pictures, the English analyzing
form and the interviewing questionnaire concerning the learning strategies., The data
obtained were statistically analyzed.

The results are as follows ;

1. The iearners in experimental group had significantly higher oral expressing
abilities in using the past form to tell the stories than those of the control group at the level

of .05



2. In the case of learning strategies, the most often used learning strategy
among the learners in the experimental group was to stop speaking in order to review what
they wished to say. Other sirategies included reminding themselves of the desired
sentence structure and repeating uttefances already made. Producing new sentences
spontaneously did not occur.

As for out of class learning strategies : where self - assisting was concerned,
it was found that the subjects most frequently-used dictionaries to look up new words,
searched for correct answers from the texts next. and least of all reviewed their
understanding of the text to find the correct answers. Another strategy was the strategy of
asking others - asking the information from their friends was used the most, asking from

other people was second, and turning to teachers for assistance was the least used.
