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Ahstract

This research was aimed to study instructional and learning
behaviors as well as environmental factors relating to those behaviors
of Prathom Suksa 6 teachers and students at the Nam Phai School
Cluster, Nam Pad District, Uttaradit Province. The population
included 8 classroom teachers, 45 Prathom Suksa 6 students and 6
school cluster administrators. The research instruments used were the
observat.ion form, interview guide and field notes. Each échool was
observed Five three-period rounds in the second semester, 1995
academic year. The collected data were analyzed by computing average
and were classified according to different aspects of behavior and

were presented in description and tables.



The findings were as follows:
1. All teachers demonstrated all eight aspects of behavior hut
the levels of their performance varied.

The teaching behaviors of teachers found at high quality
level included the followings;

As for motivation and reinforcement, most teachers were
friendly, welcomed students’ opinions, provided praise and
encouragement at the appropriate timing.

Concerning teacher personality, most teachers dressed
appropriately, expressed love and kindness to their students. They
were diligent and responsible.

Regarding discipline and dlassroom atmosphere, most of them
provided all students with responsible, general suggestions and
encouragenent and promoted good relatioﬁship among students.

As for class assignments, provided students with help to
find textbooks and articles for studying, gave assigmments with
appropriate and made the follow-up for the task assigned.

The teaching behaviors found at low quality level included
the followings: |

Concerning teaching practice, most teachers failed to give
clear examples. Communityrresources or resource persons were not
found to be used in classroom teaching.

Regarding evaluation, teachers failed to apply learning
results for teaching improvement, and were unawared of individual

differences.



Teachers inappropriately applied instructional media and
did not adapted available materials for teaching. Therefore,
instructional media weré not fully used as they should be.

In teaching preparation, most teachers wrote their lesson
plans but with no clear important details, no supported instructional
material, and no planned evaluation instruments.

2. All students demonstrated four aspects of learning behavior
at high quality level.

Concerning studying, most students actively performed their
learning activities, showed good relat.ionships among téachers and
classmates, supported each others in deoing class activities.

Most. students paid more interests in studying, enjoyed
activities and respected strictly followed their teachers’ instructions.

With regard to students personality, most students dressed
neatly, with fresh and enthusiatic faces, They were found actively
participated as leaders and followers as well.

In learning preparation, students prepared materials with
appropriate, classroom was cleaned. They had good health both physical
and mind.

3. Environmental factors related to instructional behaviors
were geographical éreas, availability of personnel, building, library,

instructional media and a burden of debt and extra works of teachers.
