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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study the implementation
of the B.E. 2536 Kindergarten Learning Experiences Guidelines, to study
problems and needs of teachers concerning the implementation, and to
propose appropriate ways for implementing the B.E. 2536 kindergarten
learﬂéng experiences guidelines in primary schools. The population in
this research were 437 kindergaten 1-2 teachers in primary schools,
Uttaradit Province. The questionnaires used to collect the data
consisted of 5 different types of questions: multiple choice, filling
in the blanks, check-list, rank orders and open-ended questions. The
data were analyzed by frequencies and percentage and presented in
terms of tables and description. The findings were as follows:

1. The impiementation of the B.E. 2536 kindergarten learning

experiences guidelines in primary schools, Uttaradit Province.



Teachers prepared sub-instructional plans or lesson-plans.
Their main purposes were to foster children’s physical, spiritual,
social and intellectual development. Teachers were assigned to teach

kindergarten children by the administrators according to their

teaching experiences. Most budgets for learning experiences and
activities were used for teaching materials. Places used for
activities were the downstairs of the buildings. The experiences

corners which teachers prepared for the classroom activities were
blocks corner, books corner, and blackboards/panelboards corner. Daily
activities schedules were adapted from the National Office of Primary
Education schedules. Time of activities were altered.

Teachers could not cover all activities in the schedules because
of lacking teaching materials. The method used for learning activities
was group works. Following activities were used for physical,
spiritual, sociali and intelleétual developments respectively :
movement and rhythmic activities, creative activities, corner plays,
and educational games. Most activities were inside the classrooms.
The learning experiences and activities which teachers found difficult
for the pupils were experimentations. Singing was the most frequently
used activity. The administrators supervised and monitored teachers’
instruction by visiting the classrooms. The way which teachers used
to evaluate the pupils growth and readiness was conversation. Teachers
used such data to improve and develop learning experiences and
activities.

2. Problems and needs of teachers in implementing the B.E. 2536

kindergarten learning experiences guidelines.



The teachers’ problems were lack or inadequacy of (1)
understanding and knowledge about organizing activities and
experiences (2) documents and teacher’s handbooks (3) understanding
about document details (4) resources (5) playground (6) instructional
media (7) budget (8) consistent supervision and (9) understanding the
techniques of measurement and evaluation.

The teachers’ needs were© (1) teachers’ guideline
supplementary books or documents (2) budgets and materials for making
lesson plans, the supplementary documents, teaching aids and the
instruments for evaluation (3) standard kindergarten classrooms and
(4) the training or seminar programmes for preparation of lesson
plans, documents, teaching aids and evaluation techniques.

3. The proposal for implementing the kindergarten learning
experiences guidelines.

(1) studying and . analyzing existing school conditions,
problems, needs and resources (2) planning and setting the plans or
projects by using the data based on situation analysis (3) following
the plans or projects with special consideration for techniques in
performance preparation and actual performance (4) evaluating the

plans and projects systematically throughout the academic year.
