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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to evaluate the girl guide
activities in the schools under the Office of Chiang Mai Provincial
Primary Education by using the CIPP {Context—Input-—Process—Product)
model evaluation. The population was comprised of eight primery school
admninistrators, twenty guiders, seventy-nine girl guide members in the
schools which offered girl guide activities and three supervisors. The
research instruments consisted of an interview form, a questionaire, an
observation form, an attitude test and a document. The collected data
were analyzed by computing percentages, means and standard deviation.

Research findings were as follows :



1. Context Evaluation

The objectives of girl guide activities were relevant to
objectives of the character development area as well as geography,
culture, customs and economy of the communit.ies where the schools were
located. Administrators and guiders were ready and interested to
operate the girl guide activities.

2. Input Evaluation

The girl guide curriculum was relevant to the charact.er.
development area curriculum in terms of objectives, contents and
activities. The time assigned was suitable.

Funds, place, equipments and school supplies in the guiders?
opinion were not sufficient. The persommels were qualified by being
trained through guiders’s training program and had willingness,
satisfaction and experiences in girl guide activities operation.

3. Process Evaluation .

The efficiency of the guiders® work was good in terms of
learning atmosphere. As for the terms of planning, the girl guide
act.ivit.ies process and evaluation needed to be improved

The girl guide activities were according to the activity
Process. There were other activities which supported the activity
process well. However, the actual yearly and weekly activity plan
needed to be improved.

_ In cperating girl guide activities, the schools_ received
cooperat.ion from the office of district and provincial primary
education, the Girl Guides Association of Thailand, Chiang Mai Branch

and the other schools. The helps were in terms of personnel,



equipments as well as guider’s development. However, there were some
difficulties in terms of cooperating with the office of district
primary education and the Girl Guides Association of Thailand.

The administrators has supported the girl guide activity
hand books, the curriculum documents, the consultation, the equipments
and the necessary supplies.

There were the plans, objectives, and records of supervision
and follow-up. However, the school administrators and supervisors
should supervise guiders more often. The office of district primary
education, The Girl Guides Association of Thailand, community and
6haritably—minded people ought to cooperate and participate in
supporting the girl guide activities.

4. Product. Evaluation

Every girl guide member passed all the girl guide activity

objectives and had a good attitude towards and appreciation for the

worth of the girl guide activities.
