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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to develop a model for teaching English
writing based on the process approach for Prathom Suksa 6 students and to compare the
achievement mean scores before and after teaching the sample group. The sample group
comprised 24 Prathom Suksa 6 students enrolling in the first semester of the academic year
1995 in Ban Pong Nam-Ron School, Wiang Pa-Poa District, Chiang Rai Province. The
instuments used for the research were 5 English writing teaching models based on the
process approach, an achievement test and questionnaires. The data were analyzéd by
means, percentage, standard deviations and t-test.  This developed model contained 5 units
aiming at teaching the following topics -- describing an object, describing a person,
narrating daily activities, narrating past events and explaining a process. Each unit took
about ten to eleven 90 - minute periods. The process of teaching was carried out one

period a day for ten weeks.



The following elements were presented in each unit : I} time 2) content
3) instructional objectives  4) procedure and activities 5) teaching materials and
6) evaluating. Moreover, in presenting the procedure and activities, the writing process
steps of -prewriting, drafting, sharing, revising, editing, evaluating and publication were
employed.

It was shown that the post-experiment mean score was significantly higher than
those of the pre-experiment at the level of .01. This indicated that the process approach

model positively affected the sample’s writing ability.
