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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study the adjustment of
ex-prostitute Adjustment of Returning Prostites in Northern Rural
Communities and to indentify conditions/social and psychological
situation in the community related to the adjustment of such
ex-prostitutes. One tambol in the upper northern province where nmore
than 10 ex-prostitutes resident was selected for this research site.

The research employed an qualitative research method to conduct

this study based on the use of participant and non-participant




observation, non-structured interview with the exprostitutes, their
parents, community leaders, monks, and teachers who live in the target
commumity.

The main findings revealed that only one adjustment problem
oceurred during the first 3-8 months of their return, especially on
Physical adjustment which would concern to eating behavior and resting
times, while there was no adjustment problem on self-concept since
they belived that their ex-occupations were acceptable in  the
community. They didn’t neither have problems on Role adjustment nor
Interdependent relations adjustment.

The condition/social and psychological situations in  the
community related to the adjustment found in this study were that
socialization from within their families and relatives, and the
acceptance of the community strongly impact to learning, awareness’s

personal adjustment.
