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Abstract

The objectives of this study were to improve and to experiment a participatory
action research model for facilitating the students’ cleanliness and tidiness discipline.
The research methodology is as follows : Step 1 : Construction of the participatory action
research model by studying contemporary theoretical constructs and by reviewing the
literature. Step 2 : Improving the research model by taking it to the expert to exarnine
before experiment in a real-life sitvation, then adjust it as suitable as the real situations.
Step 3 : Experiment and testing the validity of research model constructed by implement
the program in a real - life situation at Longwithaya School, Phrae Province. Researcher
was conducted according to participatory action research guidelines and agenda,

The product of this research study was a model of structural research study
which consists four phases. These were : Phase 1 - Convincing Construction and
Problem Identification, Phase 2 - Plan for Problem - Solving, Phase 3- Problem-

Solving, Phase 4 - Evaluation and Conclusion. There were a total of seven activities




conducted in these four phases :

Phase 1 - Convincing Construction and Problem Identification : This phase
consisted activities 1 and 2 as follows: 1. Constructing the conviction of uncleanliness and
untidiness problem of students. 2. Studying the problem details of uncleanliness and
untidiness discipline of students.

Phase 2 - Plan for Problem- Sclving : This phase consisted of activities 3, 4 and
5 as follows: 3. Constracting the selection of the facilitating of the students' cleanliness and
tidiness discipline. 4, Evaluating and selecting the ways of facilitating the students'
cleanliness and tidiness discipline. 5. Setting and Ordering the activities of facilitating the
students’ cleanliness and tidiness discipline,

Phase 3 - Problem - Solving : This phase consisted activity 6 as follows : 6.
Facilitating the students’ cleanliness and tidiness discipline.

Phase 4 - Evaluation and Conclusion: This phase consisted activity 7 as follows :

The results of improving ttﬁs research model were improving the siructmal
research model by changing from doing the first and the second activities simultaneously to
be finished the first activity before the second one could begin. There had no any change
in their details to operate any of activities. Furthermore, the beginning of research project
and teachers familiarization were suggested to make- the research model more appropriate.

The major results of using this model in real-life situations was the
imp]ementatioh of an efficient research model which fit the purposes of the research.
Teachers and students participatory was utilized and information was accessed to plan

and to develop the students’ cleanliness and tidiness discipline.
