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Abstract

This study was intended to examine academic affairs administration
of royally awarded schools under the Department of General Education,
Ministry of Education during 1991-1994 academic years. Administrative
functions investigated were planning, organizing, leading and controlling.
The areas exemined included curriculum & curriculum implementation,
instruction, instruction media, measurement & evaluation, academic affairs

supervision, extra—curricular activities, guidance & counseling, library




service, building & space usage. A total of 100 school administrators
across the country served as a study sample. They were asked to respond
to a rating-scale and open—ended questionnaire. Statistics used to
analyze collected data were frequency, percentage, average and standard
deviation.

Findings were as follows :

Administrators reported that in all of the four administrative
functions - planning, organizing, leading and controliing - they
performed them at a high level beginning with organizing followed by
controlling, planning and leading with the following detail. Organizing.
in every area of work was performed at a higp level beginning with
building & space usage followed by curriculum & curriculum implementation
and measurement & evaluation. Controlling in the area df measurement &
evaluation was performed at a high level followed by building & space
usage and library service. Planning in all areas of work was performed
at a high level starting with building & space usage followed by
curriculum & curriculum implementation and instruction. Leading in
Guidance & counsel ing area was performed at a high level followed by
instruction ard others.

However, in performing those functions administrators reported

they experienced a small amount of problems obstacles.
