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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to investigate the level of perception of uncertainty in
illness and coping behaviors, the relationship between total perception of uncertainty in
illness and certain types of perception of uncertainty in iliness and coping behaviors, the
relationship between selecied factors and perception of uncertainty in illness and coping
behaviors. 870 schizophrenia patients' relatives were selected by simple random sampling

technique. The instrument used for collecting data was a structure interview. Data apalysis

was conducted through SPSS/PC* for frequency, percentile, arithmatic mean, standard

diviation, Pearson Product Moment Correlation, and Stepwise Multiple Regression. The

results of the analysis indicated that :

1. The perception of uncertainty in illness of schizophrenia patients’ relatives was at
moderate level and the use of problem focused coping and emotional focused coping was at
moderate level.

2. There were positively statistical significant between the perception of uncertainty
in illnes in both problem focused coping and emotional focused coping at the level of ,001.

8. There were positively statistical significant between ambiguity, lack of
information, unpredictability in both problem focused coping and emotional focused coping
at the level of .001. There were also found positively statistical significant relationship
between lack of clarity in both problem focused coping and emotional focused coping at the
level of .01

4. The selected factors that would predict perception of uncertainty in iltness and
coping behaviors were !

- Types of patients and level of education would predict the perception of
uncertainty in illness at the percentage accounting for the prediction of 338,69 at the level of
001

- Types of patients, level of education, duration of illness and hospital expense would
predict problem focused coping at the percentage accounting for the prediction of 12.76 at
the level of .001

- Level of education, hospital expense and marital status would predict emotional

focused coping at the percentage accounting for the prediction of 7.62 at the level of .001
