Abstract

The purpose of this research was to compare the development of reading
comprehension and interest in reading of the students taught by concentrated language
encounters approach and those by the traditional method.

The subjects were 60 Mathayom Suksa 1 students who were in the first semester of
the academic year 1996, from Plapplachaipithayakom School, Amphoe Plabplachai,
Bureerum Province. They were divided into 2 gr0ups. Each group‘consisted of 30 students.
The first group was taught by concentrated language encounters approach and the second
one was taught by the traditional method for 16 periods, each of which took 50 minutes the
research instruments were the reading comprehension test, the questionnaire about the
interest in reading, and the lesson plans emphasized on concentrated language encounters

approach and the traditional method. The data obtained were analyzed by t-test.




The results were as follows :

1. The development of reacting comprehension of the students taught by
concentrated language encounter approach was significantly different from those
taught by the traditional method at the .01 level. The mean scores of the former group
were higher than those of the latter one. _

2. The interest in reading of the students taught by concentrated language
encounter approach was significantly different from those ofl the students taught by
the traditional method. The mean scores of the former group were higher than those of the
