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Abstract

This research was aimed at examining conditions, problems and
needs related to the instruction of work-oriented area in the primary
school curriculum. Study samples comprised 196 Prathom Suksa 6
teachers who taught those topics, chosen by stratified sampling
technique, and 132 parents, chosen by purposive sampling method.
The study was conducted in schools under the Nan Provincial Office of
Primary Education. A questionnaire was administered and collected
data analyzed by using frequency, percentage, mean and standard
deviation.

Findings were as follows:

1. As regards gereral instructional conditions, it was found
that teachers had little time to fully devote to their instructional
tasks because they were rather overloaded with other functions. Most

achools, however, allowed students ample opportunities to chose topics



of their choice. Chosen topics, appropriate to local conditions,
included basketry and local industrial work with emphasis on real
practice. Although rather occupied, teachers did prepare their
lessons and most schools were able to acquire needed instructional
media relying on their own annual budget but with some outside
assistance. Instructional measurement and evaluation was carried out
with the aim of improving teacher instruction. Most teachers measured
and evaluated their students primarily by asking questions and giving
tests.

2. As regards instructional problems, teachers were overburdened
with other tasks; they lacked through knowledge about the curriculum;
budget and instructional media and materials were in short supply;
there were few local knowledge sources; regular supervision was
lacking; measurement and evalution instruments were alsc in short
supply.

3. Most teachers needed a lot of instructional support. At the
sametime, parents also highly needed their children to acquire
desirable traits intended by the instruction of those topics. However,
they expressed preferences for such agricultural contents as home

gardening, house work, cooking, etc.
