Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study the effects of
beliefs on male-female social roles and enculturalization of these
beliefs in northern rural communities.

This research was qualitative research. Data was gathered by
various methods includes studying from historical documents and
certain pieces of Thai and Lanna Thai literature, group discussion,
unstructured interviews, participatory and non-participatory
observation. Data collected was classified and analysed, then

presented in form of explanation.



Due to the study, it is found that all the beliefs that greatly
affect. the male-female social roles are based on religious, cultural,
and traditional beliefs; for instance, the belief in ancestral
spirits, the belief in bad-omens (Things that bring bad luck), the
belief that a male is the strongest gender, the belief of equal talent
and intelligence between males and females, the belief in "Nang Keow"
or a Thai lady who is a perfect example to be copied.

Intermé of enculturalization of beliefs in male-female social
roles in northern rural cémmunities, it is found that the families and
comnunities passed on the beliefs in male-female social roles by oral
transmission and models of behaviour. This shows that people tried to
enculturalize their younger generation the beliefs of social behéviour
and status ot fulfill thé expected role. Similarly, the social and
economic changes also affect the change in social attitudes, values,
concepts, and beliefs which will result in the system of belief in the
communities as a whole. As a result, the enculturalization of beliefs
in male-female social roles within the family and community will also’
be changed in order to be suitable for the way of life in modern

society.
