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Abstract

This thesis examined the family insﬁitution’s roles in
knowledge distribution infulenced by an industrial estate. The
objectives of this stﬁdy were to find out the family institution’s
roles and influencial factors in production system, culture, budget
management, health behaviors, and knowledye transferring in Ban
Makarjaa, Tambol Makarjaa, Muang District, Lamphun Province.

Ban Makarjaa is located nearby Lamphun industrial estate zone,
about 280 years old, with 203 households, and 863 persons. This

qualitative research employed by participant observation, formal and



informal interviews, focus group discussion and documentary analysis
~to collect data. The main sources of information were the people
engaged in agriculture, factories’ employees, government officials,
village leaders, and other villagers. The researcher spent one year
to conduct a field study in the village. Then, all data were
classified, and interpreted respectively. The findings of this study
were as follows :

At the beginning, most villagers were agriculturalists earning
their livings {rom agricultural products for self-consumption. if
there were some products left, the remainders were sold out in the
local markets. Information and knowledge were distributed in the
fanily and community from elder people to the new generations for
earning their livings, particularly, in agriculture, traditions,
artisan work, cotton wearing and health care. Teaching and learning
processes were in the forms of explaining, advising, demonstrating,
and practicing in order to bring'up good citizens in the future.

Changes in knowledge distributions were influenced by various
factors such as economy, education, politics, and social situations as
affected by the establishment of the northern industrial estate. Such
establishment affected the changes within the community and family

structure and their systems. Parents’ roles in teaching their



children were reduced, and controversial, the children who work in the
facteries bring new informations into their families. The use of
new technology for safety purpose was a sample of such change. Life

pattern was also changed and relied on time and financial basis.
