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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to design lesson plans by
using cases from newspapers in teaching moral education to Prathom
Suksa 5 students, to compare the gained scores of concepts and moral
reasoning between pre-test and post-test. The sample used in this
study was Prathom Suksa 5 students of Ban Thung Hua School, under Wang
Mua District Primary Education office, Lampang Province, studying in
the first semester of academic year 1996.

The instruments used included; 1) sixteen lesson plans using
cases from newspapers in teaching moral education, 2) Two tests of
concepts, and moral reasoning to use for pre-test and post-test. Both
tests covered four moral aspects; truthworthiness, unity, devotion and
kindness. The collected data were amalyzed through the computation of

mean, standrad deviation and t-test.



The findings were as follows:

1. Sixteen lesson plans for Prathom Suksa 5 students were
designed to use selected incidents from newspapers as the case for
teaching four-moral aspects of concepts and moral reasoning, namely;
truthworthiness, unity, devotion, and kindness. Four Ilesson plans
were emphasized on each moral aspect.

2. The pretest and posttest scores of moral concepts and moral
reasoning of students learned through the lesson plans by using cases
from newspapers were significantly different at the level of .01 while

almost all students were at level 4 in moral reasoning.
