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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to study nurse students’
backgrourds which include age, theoretical achievement, continuous
educational expectation, attitude towards nursing profession,
personal ity and learning styles, clinical enviromnment and students’
practicum achievement; to study the relationships between nurse
students’ backgrounds and clinical environment with nurse students’
practicum achievement and to search for the factors which could be
able to predict the nurse students’practicum achievement. The sampling
group were 220 technical nurse students form Boromrajonanee College of
Mursing Chiangmai and Boromrajonanee College of Nursing Kelangnakorn.
They were the first year students of 1995 academic year. There were 7
data collecting instruments. The data were analyzed by using

SPSS/PC* computor program. The major findings were as follows :




1. Average age was 20 years and 6 months, theoretical
achievement was at a moderate level,continuocus educational expectation
was at a high level, attitude towards mursing profession was perceived
at the best level, ambivert personality was percieved by almost all
nurse students, learning styles of participation was used as the first
piority and learning styles of avoidance was used as the last piority.
Clinical environment was percieved a£ a good level and nurse students’
practicun achievement was at a good level.

2. Theoretical achievement positively related to nurse
students’ practicum achievement at the .001 significant level and
learning styles of avoidance negatively related to nurse students’
practicum achievement at the .01 significant level.

3. Theoretical achievement and learning styles of avoidance
were the appropriate factors for a pridiction of the nurse students’
practicum achievement since they could be used to predict about 27.30
percents of nurse students’ practicum achievement at the .001
significant lewel.

The prediction equations for predicting nurse students’
practicum achievement were as follow :
