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Abstract

This study examined current state and problems related to the
management  information system in schools under the Phrao District
office of Primary Education, Chiang Mai Province. Study population
comprised 45 administrators and 88 teachers in charge of the system.
A rating-scale and an open—ended questionnaires were used to collect
data ardl collected data analyzed using percentage, average and standard
deviation.

Study findings were as follows :

All schools in the District were found to perform, at a medium
level, all 6 Stages prescribed by the system. The 6 Stages were data
collection, data checking, data processing, data organizing/storage,
data analysis and data using. However, in collecting, data it was
found that responsible personrel were often changed, overloaded with

other tasks and lacked knowledge and understanding. The collecting



system was not well designed and collection instruments lacking. In
checking the data responsible personnél not competent encugh ard, -
subsequently, unable to come up with thorough processing. At the same
time, responsible personnel were not oompetent enough to classify
and store data, lacked storing instruments and not qualified enough to
analyze and prioritize them. Finally, administrators did not use
processed data/information in making decisions, public relations work
and, in cases they did, did not exploit them in all of their assigned

tasks.
