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Abstract

This study examined preschool chi ldren’s essertive behaviors
resulting from the use of role—play activities. It also compared such
behaviors with those of ;:hi ldren rnot subjected to role-play activities.
Studied population comprised 46 kindergarten 1 and 2 children, 23
children. from Ban Wiang Keow School, placed in the experimental group
and the other 23, from Ban Mae Ma School, in the control group. Both
schools were under the Chiang Seen District Office of Primary
Education. Studied instruments comprised 8 experience manipulating
plans with role-play activities and an observation checklist. The

collected data were then analyzed, using average, standard deviation,

frequency, and percentage.




The findings were as follows:

1. The-assertive behaviors of those preschool children taught
through those experience manipulating plans with role-play
activities were in the form of verbalizing more than that in the form
of doing and thinking.

2. The children taught with roleplay activities expressed more |
assertive behaviors than those taught through the plans without

role-play activities.
