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Abstract

This study investigated Students’ reeds for participation in
student discipline affairs at Dongjenwittayakom School. Out of 1280
student population in the 1996 academic year, only 320 students were
selected as sample. Instrument used was rating scale questionnaire
and open ended form constructed by the researcher. Collected data
were .analyzed through applications of percentage, mean | and standard
deviation

Findings revealed students’ needs as follows : teachers should
be good model for students ; students should be given opportunity to
give reasons Tfor their wrong doings : teachers should listen to
students’ reasons ; teachers should praise students for their good
conducts ; and clean school with appropriate landscape might encourage
students in self-discipline. Moreover, students expressed their
disagreements in the followings : school set rules and regulations
without student participation ; punishing students by whipping with
anger ; teachers used emotion ; and transferring students to other

schools should be done in serious case only.
