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Abstract

The purposes of this study are design the efficient
critical listening exercises for Mathayom Suksa 1 students and to
measure the efficiency of the critical listening exercises which were
designed on the besis of 70/7C standard and to compare the achievenent
¢ oritical listening of the students after they had practised the

critied listening exercises.

The critical listening skill exercises were designed on the
pasis of Emnis’s eritical thinking process. They were developed

syst,ematical 1y according to the approved procedure.

The study sample comprised 52 students selected randomly
from among Mathayom cuksa 1 students of Tepsirin Pathumthani in the

academic year 1006. The students efficiency was assessed by pre-test

before the 9 sets of the exercises were administered. After that, the
students were made to g0 through the same set of the pre-test again at

this phase we regarded it as the post-test. Points recorded from each

set of the exercises and the post-test were then celculated into percentage
in order to evaluate the improvement of their efficiency. The scores of
the pre-test and post—test were later compared to estimate the progress of
the student’s critical listening skill. The T-test method was applied

in this particular assessment.

The results showed that the critical listening exercises designed
during the study consisted of 9 stories of different situations. There were
10 questions abt the end of each exercise which_mgde the total of 20 questions
out of 9 exercises. The percentage of the critical listening exercises
were 73.46/74.49. There was a degree of improvement achieved by the students
before and after the exercises ab the level of .05. overall, it has been
proved that the sets of exercises developed during this research program can
be effectively used as an apparatus to further widen the students’ ability

in this area.
