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Abstract

This study _has the objectives for analysing the problems of
the administration of the visually impaired students in mainstreaming
schools. The 92 population consisted of 9 administrators, 19 assistant
administrators, 55 advisor teachers, and 9 resource teachers in the
mainstreaming schools in Chiang Mai. The instrument used was a
structured interview. The data was analyzed through frequency and
percentage and then presented by discussion with tables.

The findings indicated that every mainstreaming school has at
least one resource teacher for 6 — 7 students. That is a great
responsibility for the resource teachers. The resource teachers have
to produce braille text books, instructional materials and teaching
aide. The problems of instructional materials is that there is not
enough for the integrated students while these students study the same




curriculunm and face the same measurements and evaluations as the other
students in the regular schoel.

Therefor, the responsibilities of the resource teachers include
having to assist the students and introducing to the regular classroom
teachers the appropr_iate instructional ‘pr'ooedures, learning and
teaching methods, etc. for the blind. The Northern School for the
Blind has to appoint the eppropriate number of students per teacher
and find funds to support the integrated program from the government |

and private sectors to ensure the efficiency of administration.
