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Abstract

This independent study aimed to study the readiness for French
instruction in the aspects of personnel management, lesson planning,
instructional activities, instructional media and materials, places,
budgets, problems and suggestions and to study teachers’and students’
opinions about French subjects and French instruction in upper
secondary schools, Payao province. Data were collected from 8 heads
of the foreign language departments, 10 French teachers and from 200
students who were sampled by using the stratified random sampling
method. Constructed interview guidelines and questionnaires were used
as research instruments. The dats were analyzed by using percentages,
means and standard deviations. Tables and description were used for

presentation.




The results were as follows :
1. State of Readiness for French Instruction
Readiness in teaching personnel management of most schools
was at  high level. However, readiness in the aspects of lesson
planning, instructional activities, instructional media and materials,
placés and budgets was at the moderate level. Most schools faced the
problems dealing with teachers’ competencies in lesson planning, lack
of various teaching techniques, shortage of media and materials, lack
of sound Ilaboratories including inappropriateness of building
management. .
2. Opinions of teachers and students about French Subjects and
French Instruction
Both teachers and students strongly agreed on teaching
personnel management, the importance of French subjects, and also on
French instruction. For French instructional planning of the schools,
both groups agreed at the moderate level on the different items as
follows : Schools should require all students to study French, should
give opportunity only for interested upper-secondary school students,
and should not provide French subjects for Mathematics-Science

students.
