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Abstract

This study investigated actual and expected administrative
behaviors of primary school administrators as viewed by the assistants
in Lamplhwm Province. The population under study comprised 285
assistant administrators in Lamphun Province primary schools. The
instrument used was a b5-point rating scale questionnaire. The
returned usable responses were 277 (97.19%). The collected data were
analyzed through the applications of mean and standard deviation.

The findings indicated that assistant primary school
administrators revealed their opinions on overall actual performance
of primary school administrators’ administrative behaviors at the high
level in planning, organizing and controlling, except in leading it
was found at the moderate level. As for expected administrative

behaviors, the assistants viewed that school administrators should have



the high level of performance in every aspect. Regarding the
3 administrative skills, 1i.e., technical, human and conceptual ; the
actual performances of school administrators were found to be at the
moderate level. With respect to the expected performance, the
assistants expressed that the administrators should use the 3 sgkills

at the high level.
