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Abstract
This research was aimed to investigate parents' need to be involved in activities of
primary schools in Omkoi District, Chiang Mat Province. Two bundred and twelve parents of
students from Trimitr Wittaya School were asked to answer checklist questionnaires regarding
needs to be involved in school activities respecting the following aspects; the policy planning,
learning and teaching, development of school environment and buildings, guidance and
discipline, and activity organization. Data were analyzed by computing frequencies,

percentages and ranking,

The major findings were as follows:

1. Most parents wanted school to plan for improvements of teaching, good
relationships with parents, school buildings, enthusiasm of teachers .and the principal,
teaching materials, sport activities, school eénviromment, and also wanted to express their ideas
in school management, to become members of the school committee in order to take part in

policy making and yearly school operating plan, and evaluate school performance.




2. Parents offered fo be special resource persons, to provide some teaching
materials, workplaces and learning resources. They also waﬁted to join students’ academic
competition activities, to visit students' work displays, to know students' progress, to know
how to work with students® assignments concerning rcading, writing, arithmetics as well as the

school evaluation system.

3. Parents wanted the school to improve school toilets, water faucets, garbage
dumping, growing flowering plants, play grounds, and roads within school. They wanted fo-
provide school with labour work, suggestions and ideas, coordinate help from others, and

donate money and materials.

4, Parents were likely to welcome teachers' visits and communicate directly with
teachers. They also wanted to discuss with teachers about students' misbehaviors, revise

school rules, and students’ reward and punishment as well.

5. As for school activities, patrents desired to participate in school lunch program,
festivals and celebrations, sport activities, and student health-care program. They also wanted
some services from school concerning community development, activity promoting synergy,
adult education pfogralns, vocational training. They wanted school to offer the sharing of
some materials, play grounds and spaces in buildings, as well as health services and

formation,
