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Abstract

lThis study investigated democracy promotion in Saraphipitthayakhom
Schocl as perceived by teachers and students. The sample under
study comprised 80 randomly selected teachers and 236 students
selected by stratified sampling from the school mentioned above.
The instrument used was a rating scale questiomnaire. The collected
data were then analyzed through the applications of mean and
standard deviation.

The findings revealed that democracy promotion at the
forementioned school in adnministrative organization with democratic
arrangement was found at the low level of performance. Whereas, the
arrangements of instruction and activities for democracy promotion,
and democratic environment and atmosphere were found at the high
level of performance. But there were still some comments regarding
need for democratic administrators, better relationship between

school and community, and better instruction arrangement.
