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Abstract

This research is aimed at identifying factors affected research
conducting of primary schoo! teachers, Chiang Mai Provincial Office of
Primary Education. These factors included :teachers, administrators
organizational structure, and administrative system. Basic conditions
and contexual factor were also important factors. This study focused
as well on identifying teachers’ opinion on alternatives for the
promotion of research conducting among primary school teachers. The
data were collected from 29 teachers who had done some research and
40 teachers who had not, 15 administrators and 8§ school personals
whose responsibilities related to research promotion. Indepth interview
and questionaires were employed. The data from the indepth interviews
were analyzed through qualitative approach i.e. typology and inductive
comparison and those questionaires through frequency tabulation and

percent calculation



Four different factors were found contributing of primery
.school teacher. These factors were :

1.Teacher related factors such as their achievement motivation,
acadenic orientation desire for the fame and promotion, perceived
values and usefulness of reséarch works, level of knowledge on
research methodology, facilitative work and living conditions, and
good health.

2.Basic conditions for research doing which included funding,
time, consultation availability, .source of information, and
eligibilities for academic promotion via resea:ch conduction.

3.Adequate organizational encouragement from Provincial Office
of Primary school Education.

4.Contextual such as academic atmosphere, administrator
supports, colleagues cooperation, and the need for research .

Suggestions for research doing among primary school teaches as
reported by the subjects are :

1. Teacher who are interested in research should (a)form a
research network in which they can exchange opinions and advices (b)
invite research experts to help.

2. Workshop on research doing should be set up for the
teachers s0 that they can practice with close supervision.

3. Consultation section with part-time experts from local
higher education institﬁfion should be provided.

4. Resource center should be established for the teachers
during the weekends.
