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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study the state and needs
for Educationél Technology of Pilot Educational Reform Schools and to
study the opinions of teachers and school administrators about Educational
Reform Project.

The population were consisted of 870 teachers and 67 administrators
in Secondary schools. The tools for collecting data were questionnaires.
Data were analysed by computing frequency, percentage, means and analytic

description . The results were concluded as following :



1. State of using Educaticnal Technology, the results showed
that the devices and materials mostly employed by the teachers were
~ chalkbords, textbooks and books. Systematic approach which highest
used were instructional packages. Techniques of teaching which mostly
empolyed were lecture.

2. Needs of using Educational teachnology, the results showed
that hardware and software mostly were computers, diskets and textbooks
were needed by the teachers and administrators. Systematic approach
which highest needed by teachers wers programmed instructions and
computer assisted instructions were needed by administrators.
Techniques of teaching that mostly rneeded by teachers were games and
learning center, and lecture were needed by the administrators.

3. Problems of using Educational technolegy, the results showed
the teachers had not enocugh budget to purchased audio visual materials.
There were lacked of knowledge to apply systematic approach and
techniques of teaching. Most of administrators thought that the
problems of using Educational technology inadiqucate budget.

4. Teacher’s opinions and suggestions for solving problems of
using Educational Technology problems were as the following ; providing
adiquate budget for purchasing audiovisual equipments and materials,
creating inservice training for those who lacked of system approach and
teaching techniques. Special personrels in Educational technology were

rneeded in schools alsc added by the administrators.



5. Both techers and administrators agreed at high level in
Educational Reform project as the following categories; the teachers
should be gained their knowledge and skills continuously, the students
should learn happily in a beautiful environment. The school should be
managed by itself. Quality of education should be improved by increasing

adiquate budget.
