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Abstract

The aims of the independent study were (1) to study the conditions of the
revised curriculum implementation (2) to study the school administrators’ and teachers'
problerms, suggestions for the implementation’s BE. 2533 revised primary schoot
curriculum in primary schools under the Office of Khuntan District, Chiang Rai Province.
The population comprised 15 administrators and 90 teachers. The questionaires were
used to collect the data then analysed by frequency and percentage. Those data were
presernited in tables and description. The findings were as follows :

Analysis the basic data for the planning - The administrators collected basic
data for implementing the curriculum. while teachers were prepared for curriculum
implementation by meeting and training activities. Students aptitudes and interests

were analysed by teachers’ observation. Academic corner was arraged in classroom.




In analysis the basic data for the planning, administrators lacked of collection
tools while the teachers were troubled with the understanding the description of
curriculum.

Planning : The year operative planning and supervision planning were mde by
staff involvernent. Teachers were assigned to make lesson plan to response local needs
by developing teaching learning activities. In making lesson plans teachers used
objectives from P. 02 official form, contents from teacher manual, content-based learning
activities and activities-based media.

The administraters’ problems in planning were the teachers lacked of
knowledge and skills in planning. Teachers' problem were lacked of time.

Implementation : Administrators invited local people who was the expert
in each work to help teachers to teach in their schoal. The resource for their teachers
were available in the library, the teachers’ room and in the classroom. The
administrators and the academic teachers tock the main role in supervising in school.
The activities the teachers used regularly were excercise books, sometimes experiment.
They used real chjects regularly, role play for sometimes, but they never used vedeo
meterial.

The administrators’ problermn:  was teachers' lack of dedication. Teachers’
problemn was too much extra work.

Evaluation . Administrators assessed resources and feasibility as prefiminary
evaluation, observed during proceeding and evaluated the product for improving their

work.




Teachers evaluated their students by testing and evaluated the lesson plans
by analysis contents, observation during activities and used post test at the end of the
lessons.

The administrators’ problems of evaluation were lacked continuing evealuation

while the teachers could not use collect data to improve their work.
